Accommodation:

Don’t have a tent? Ask your Scout Group if you can borrow one. If you plan on sharing a tent, you will need
to abide by the Government COVID-19 standards/orders and also by the Scouts NSW O&l regulations.

Should you have any medical or special requirements, please ask and we will try to accommodate your
needs. Please include this request on the EMS online application form under ‘Comment to Event
Coordinator’.

Camping trailers and caravans are not permitted. Powered sites are not available, however there is power
in the buildings with running hot & cold water, toilets & shower facilities, should you need it.
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Catering:

You will need to bring: Mess kit, Plate, Bowl, Cup, Mug, Knife, Spoon, Fork, Water bottle and Tea towel.

The event is fully catered for from Saturday morning through to Sunday morning tea. If arriving Friday night,
you will need to have eaten before you arrive or arrange to self-cater. Likewise, Sunday lunch will not be
provided.

Clothing:

You should pack comfortable ‘camp’ clothes and comfortable walking shoes. Ensure you bring warm clothes
for night, a rain coat in case of rain and a day/back pack.

You should wear your Scout Uniform on Saturday morning and for closing parade on Sunday.

Themed outfit:

Participants are encouraged to bring along a themed costume, outfit or clothing to wear to dinner on
Saturday night, in keeping with your choice of adventure, e.g. safari suit, Indiana Jones, Bear Grylls, scuba
diving equipment, snowboarding equipment, etc. Be creative, you could win a prize!
